Acts 18:1 

After these things… 

“Corinthianize” = “to be sexually immoral” 

Acts 18:2-3

Acts 18:5 

When Silas and Timothy had come…  

“Compelled” = “To hold together” 

“Testify” = “To charge earnestly”  

2 Timothy 4:2 (NKJV) Preach the word! Be ready in season and out 
of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and 
teaching. 

“Convince” = “To convict”  

“For the unbeliever is there viewed as being reproved for, or 
“convicted” of, his sinful state.” Vines Dictionary 

Luke 14:23 (NKJV) Then the master said to the servant, ‘Go out 
into the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my 
house may be filled. 

“Compel” = “To constrain, whether by threat, entreaty, force or 
persuasion”   

Acts 18:6-8
