Verses 18-23 Strengthening The Disciples… 

Acts 18:18 

So Paul still remained a good while…  

To be filled with the Holy Spirit is to be filled with Christ. The Holy 
Spirit came to glorify Christ. Therefore, if I am filled with the Spirit, 
I am abiding in Christ.… And if I am controlled and empowered by 
Christ, He will be walking around in my body, living His 
resurrection life in and through me. -Bill Bright

1 Corinthians 9:19 (NKJV) For though I am free from all men, I 
have made myself a servant to all, that I might win the more…

Chapter 19:1-10 Strengthened Through The Holy Spirit… 

Acts 19:1-3 

And it happened, while Apollos was at Corinth… 

“Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?” 

1 Corinthians 2:13 (NKJV) These things we also speak, not in words 
which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, 
comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 

Galatians 5:25 (NKJV) If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the 
Spirit. 

Ephesians 5:18 (NKJV) And do not be drunk with wine, in which is 
dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, 
  
Galatians 5:16 (NKJV) I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall 
not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
